Words on the Vine (Tic Tac Toe)
Using the word list given at the beginning of each week, students will choose one of the exercises below to complete. Students should NOT include this page as a cover sheet, as they will need to use this cover sheet to guide the assignment each week.  Successful completion of the chosen assignment is necessary. 

	Write the definition from the dictionary for each of the ten words.  (Only choose this one if you have access to a dictionary!)

Turn in: one sheet of paper with 10 definitions.
	Draw a picture that helps you remember the meaning of each word.  Do this for each of the ten words on the list.

Turn in: One sheet of paper with 10 drawings.
	Find three words from a foreign language that include the same or similar root words.  Give the meaning of each of these words.  Note:  French, Spanish, and Italian all use Latin root words as well.

Turn in: one sheet of paper with three words, their languages, and their meanings.

	Write one sentence for each vocabulary word.  Make sure your sentence is grammatically correct, and gives context clues to the meaning of the word.  Each sentence must have 7 words or more and should show that you know the meaning of the word.

Turn in: One sheet of paper with 10 sentences.
	Make a mini-poster that explains the root word(s).  Make something that you would post in a classroom if you were a teacher.  If it’s REALLY good, I’ll post it myself!

Turn in: One 8.5x11 inch poster.
	Write a short story using all ten words.  Be creative!  Highlight the words.

Turn in:  One-two pieces of paper containing a short story with ten vocabulary words highlighted.

	Find a magazine or newspaper article that uses at least one of the words.  Cut it out and paste it on a piece of paper.  Highlight or circle the word in the article.  Write a short (paragraph) summary of the article.  Make sure that the article is school appropriate.

Turn in: One piece of paper with the article taped to it.
	Write your own test.  Create a 10 question test that you would give if you were the teacher and wanted to test students’ knowledge of these words.  

Turn in: One piece of paper with 10 questions and an answer key
	Cut out the letters of each word from a newspaper or magazine.  Use them to make each vocabulary word.  Make sure they are spelled correctly!

Turn in: One sheet of paper with each of the ten words spelled out using letters cut from newspaper, magazines, etc.
